Mr William Scott Dead 

Dundee Manufacturer and Sportsman

A well-known member of the Dundee Jute Trade Mr William Scott of Dryburgh House Lochee and Northlands Blairgowrie died on Saturday morning at Dryburgh House. He was 78 years of age.

Following a shock Mr Scott had been confined to bed for some weeks.

Mr Scott was chairman of Messers James Scott & Sons Jute Manufacturers Mid Wynd Works. Dura Works and Hillbank Linen Works.

In the social welfare of the community Mr Scott took a deep interest. He was a great friend of the Dundee Orphanage Institution of which he was a Director. He was a Justice of the Peace.

It is just three months since Mr and Mrs Scott celebrated their Golden Wedding. They were on a visit to South Africa when the anniversary came round. 

Mr Scott was a keen sportsman and this interest was not confined to any one game. He enjoyed a game of golf and was a keen curler. He was also an enthusiastic angler and had competed in several international fishing competitions. Once he had the distinction of winning the Scottish Championship. His sporting clubs included the Camperdown Curling Club and the Dundee Angling Club, of which he was the oldest member and his golf was played, mainly at Barry and Rosemount. Courses. 

He was a devoted member of Ryehill Church and an Elder for many years. He was senior Member of the Kirk Session.

Mr and Mrs Scott had four sons and six daughters. One son Mr J. Gordon Scott was killed in the war. Of the surviving sons, Mt W. Moir Scott and Mr George E. Scott are directors of the firm and Mr Lindsay M. Scott is a chartered accountant in Glasgow. 

In Ryehill church yesterday the Reverend Dr Blair made a brief reference to the passing of Mr Scott and a Memorial service is to be held on Sunday first. Dr Blair said that Mr Scott was the father of the Kirk Session. He was greatly beloved and universally respected and the loss meant a great deal to Ryehill
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
