Minute of Meeting of the General Fund Court if the Nine Incorporated Trades of Dundee held at 2 Union Street, Dundee on Tuesday 8th February 1916 at 7 p.m.

Convener Bisset in the Chair

The Convener made reference to the death of Mr R. C. Walker, Clerk of the Nine Trades and Boxmaster to the General Fund who had held these offices since 1880 and on his Motion seconded by Mr Charles Ower it was resolved to record in the Minutes this expression of regret and sympathy: -

“Mr Walker had discharged every duty falling to him in the manner that received the highest approbation of the Members throughout his long term of the Office. 

Not merely by his professional conduct of the affairs of the Incorporation but by his concern for the preservation of its traditions, by his maintenance of its dignity and importance, by the tact and Consideration he ever showed to Members by his wise Counsel and help to those who from time to time held Office, he endeared himself to all and came to occupy a unique place in the Incorporation.

Regret at his loss is intensified by the tragic circumstances of the recent loss of his son Captain Norman Walker, killed in action; and the heartfelt sympathy of the members is respectfully expressed to Mrs Walker and her family in their very great sorrow.”
