Perthshire Man Dead

Mr John A. Cox of Drumkilbo became ill a week ago.

Mr John A. Cox died at his residence Drumkilbo Meigle following an illness of less than a week. Mr Cox, who was in his 59th year, was for some time associated with the firm of Cox Brothers Ltd., Camperdown Jute Works Lochee. He was the younger son of the late Mr Edward Cox DL. of Cardean and Drumkilbo and a brother of Dr Ernest Cox, chairman of Jute Industries Ltd. 

Big Game Trophies

In 1914 Mr Cox received a commission in the 4/5th Black Watch. He was invalided out in May 1916. On two occasions he visited East Africa on big game hunting expeditions, some of the trophies from which he presented to Dundee Museum.

Mr Cox was one of the leading members of the Old Dundee Comedy Club. He gave many brilliant performances, and of his appearance in  “Sweet Lavender” a critic wrote “I have seen Edward Perry in the part of Dick Phenyl, but in my opinion his portrait was bettered by John Cox”.

Loss to Meigle

The people of Meigle have lost a friend in the death of Mr Cox.

From his residence at Drumkilbo he was a frequent visitor to the village and always had a kind word and cheery greeting for everyone. He took a practical interest in the affairs of the neighbourhood.

He was a good friend to Meigle Cricket Club of which he was President and was also President of the Tennis club and the donor of a challenge trophy.

For many years Mr Cox was President of Meigle Industry Horticultural Society. His interest in horticulture was displayed in the almost continuous improvements effected in the layout of the grounds of Drumkilbo. He was President of Meigle Rifle Club.

A member of St. Margaret’s Episcopal Church he was a vestryman and lay elector. Mr Cox is survived by his wife and a family of three daughters and one son.
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
