Dundee Solicitor Dead

The death took place in a Dundee Nursing Home yesterday of Mr James Alexander Graham, sole partner of Messers J. A. & T. Graham, Dundee. He was 74 and had been ailing for some months. His home was at ‘Lochlea’, Strathern road, Broughty Ferry.
