The Clerk reported the death of ex Deacon J. K. Kinmond since last Meeting; thereafter the Deacon & several of those present expressed their feelings on the subject bearing testimony to Mr Kinmonds membership as having been a valuable acquisition to the Trade. – The Meeting agreed to place on record their high sense of appreciation of his services.

Mr Kinmond joined the Trade in 1861 and was almost immediately thereafter elected to the Deaconate which office he held for 22 years, during that lengthened period he discharged the duties with marked ability and was held in much esteem by every Member of the Trade, his knowledge of all matters affecting the interests of the Trade was both extensive & accurate and this was readily placed at the services of the Members.
The Members of the Trade desire to express their sympathy with Mrs Kinmond & family in their bereavement and instructed that an excerpt from this Minute be sent to Mrs Kinmond.
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
