Dundee Works Manager’s Sudden Death

Tomorrow, he would have completed 42 years service with James Scott & Sons Ltd. He had been Calendar Manager for the past 16 years.

Mr Michie had many friends in bowling circles. He was a member of Hillcrest Bowling Club and a regular attended at the Dundee indoor rink. Mrs Michie, herself a keen bowler, is Vice-chairman of the ladies section of the indoor club.

Hockey Umpire

Mr Michie was formerly a Midlands Hockey Umpire and a member of Invergowrie Tennis Club. He played golf at Monifieth.

He had been a member of Lodge St. David (78) for many years and was also a member of St Peter’s church.

During the Second World War, Mr Michie served with the RAOC as a sub-conductor. He was at the evacuation of Dunkirk. He is survived by his wife and one daughter.

The family home is at 33 Seymour Street, Dundee.
