MR ALLAN B. NELSON, a former director of Dundee jute spinners and manufacturers H. & A. Scott, Tay​field Works, has died at 91.

His, career with the firm spanned six decades, having at 16 from Academy in 1928.

He became secretary and then special director with responsibility for sales. His efforts ensured full order books until retiring, in 1971.

He was instrumental in setting 'up Rothes Plastics when the company diversified and extrusion and weaving of polypropylene.

He became a member of the Nine Incorporated Trades of  Dundee n 1969 and was deacon of the Weaver Incorporation of Dundee from 1974 to 191978

During  the war he served in the RAF In Malta and later took‑part in the D‑Day landings, having been sec​onded to a US army unit. He was with the US troops who liberated Paris, and advanced Into Germany.

Mr Nelson was an older of St Mark's Church in Perth Road and latterly Roseangle Church when the two churches amalgamated, for over 50 years, and was also treasurer of both churches for many years.

Well‑known in Masonic circles, he was a past master of Dundee Lodge St Mary's 1149 and Royal Arch Chapter Dundee St Mary No 702.

He was a past president of Dundee Angling Club and the West End Angling Club.

He and wife Mina were keen ballroom dancers and bowlers. He was past president of Balgay Bowling Club and she was a past president of the ladies' sec​tion. He served as secretary of Dundee Bowling Associ​ation.


Mr and Mrs Nelson had 
been married for 67 years when she died in 2002. they lived in Seafield Road until 1960, then moved to the west end.. Mr nelson is survived by two sons, a daughter, six grandchildren and a great-grandchild.
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
