We have heard that the word Braebeners refers to a long since extinct society or incorporate body; and the name arose from its members having the exclusive right of trafficking between Scotland and Brabant. So far as we have noticed the word or designation is peculiar to Dundee.

It is said that the Braebeners were so numerous and influential in the time of Queen Mary that when the incorporate bodies of Dundee went to assist in the defence of Leith against the French that they mustered more strongly than any of the other Trades.

Note: (From Historical and Descriptive Guide to Dundee by Lawson Brothers)

There is a possible correction to the origin of the word Brabener. I can find no record of Dundee trading with the Brabant (a region in central Belgium) and it is quite likely that the word is simply a corruption of the word Brabadiar, which the old Gaelic for Weaver.
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
