Jute Manufacturer Dies Suddenly

Mr Alistair Scott, Chairman of Directors of H. & A. Scott Ltd. Manufacturers Tayfield Works, Seafield Lane Dundee has died suddenly at his home ‘The Boreen’ Westgrove Avenue after he had been ill for only two days.

Mr Scott, who was 64 had been Chairman of the firm since the death of his father in 1914 and was well known and highly esteemed in the Jute Industry.
