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City Businessman and Sportsman

Mr David Whittley Scott a Dundee businessman and sportsman died yesterday after six months illness at his home ‘Altamount’ Blairgowrie, in which he resided for over 40 years. Mr Scott, who was in his 63rd year, was a son of the late Mr David Scott of Burnside House, Alyth head of the firm of James Scott & Sons Ltd. Jute Spinners and Manufacturers Dundee and had had a life long connection with the management of that firm. Mr Scott did not take any active part in public affairs in Blairgowrie district, but he was a generous patron of the various organisations and his private benefactions were innumerable. He had a large and accurate knowledge of Old Blairgowrie, it’s buildings and its people.

As a sportsman Mr Scott was widely known. He was initiated as a member of Blairgowrie Curling club over 40 years ago; he was an expert at the game and repeatedly had been offered international honours. As a skip he helped to bring many distinctions to his club notably a few years ago at Loch Leven and last year at Stormont Loch Bonspiel, when the principal trophies were won.

Last year he also won the President’s Kettle in a club competition. After holding office for many years as Vice-President he was elected President five years ago.

Mr Scott was an enthusiastic shot and had few equals with gun and rifle. As the lessee of grouse and deer shootings in north east Perthshire he was generous in providing sport for his friends and in the distribution of his bags among the Glen folk and others.

A grievous blow to Mr Scott was the death three years ago of his only son Mr David Colin Scott a director of James Scott & Sons Ltd who lost his life in a motor accident.

He is survived by his wife and one daughter. His only brother James W. Scott is Managing Director of the firm.
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
