Dundee Undertaker Dead

Mr James Ashton

Dundee undertaker, Mr James Ashton, died on Saturday in the Royal Infirmary after a short illness.

He was 68.

Mr Ashton lived at Rose Cottage Coupar Street, Lochee.

A joiner to trade, he entered his father’s Funeral Undertaking and Joiners business in Princes Street, after service with the RASC in France & Germany in the First World War. He remained active in the business with his elder brother until three weeks ago. The joinery side of the business was discontinued a few years ago. During the Second World War, Mr Ashton was a member of the special constabulary in Dundee. He was a founder member of the now defunct Lochee Brotherhood and was for many years an elder of Lochee Parish Church.

Mr Ashton is survived by his wife.

The family business will be carried on by his brother, Mr Alfred Ashton.
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
