Angus Baker Dies on Ship

A Kirriemuir man, who had a bakehouse in Clepington Road, Dundee for ten years, until he emigrated to Australia has died on board ship while coming home for a holiday.

He was Mr David Clark Duncan, fourth son of the late Mr & Mrs George Duncan of Kirriemuir.

Mr Duncan, who was 52 was born and educated there. He served his apprenticeship with Mr William Doig, Baker Kirriemuir, and later worked in Edzell. After some years there, he opened his bakehouse in Dundee. He emigrated to Australia in 1947, and started a poultry farm. He had not been home since. One of his brothers, Mr James Duncan 22 Abertay Street Barnhill told the Courier he had a letter from Freemantle on Monday in which his brother said he was on his way.

The next day a cable arrived telling him that he had died on the ‘Otranto’, and been buried at sea.

He was to have had a six months holiday. Another brother William lives in Blairgowrie. A sister Janet lives in Arbroath and another sister is in Australia.
