Founded Dundee Butchers Business

Mr David Grossett, founder of one of Dundee’s best-known butchers businesses has died. He was 94.

A native of Glasgow, Mr Grossett moved to Dundee as a four year old and attended Balfour Street School. At 14, he left full time education to work in a butcher’s shop in Brook Street, Dundee.

After five years there, he opted for a new life on the other side of the Atlantic and settled in 
Boston, where he met and married his wife, Jessie, a fellow Dundonian, who had also emigrated to America.

In 1933, after twelve years in the US, Mr & Mrs Grossett and the three of their children who were born in America travelled back to Dundee, where Mr Grossett bought his own business in Blackness Road.

He then opened another shop in Ann Street.

He retired at the age of 70. Although he passed on the business to two of his sons, Brian and Gilbert almost 25 years ago, he maintained an interest in the shops and occasionally helped out.

He was a member of Dundee & District Master Butchers Association.

Mr Grossett, who lived in West Ferry, is survived by his wife Jessie and five of their six children.
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
