Death of Mr Adam Hunter

Mr Adam Hunter a distinguished veteran in the business life of Dundee died yesterday at his residence  ‘Ravenswood’ Seafield Road, Broughty Ferry. Mr Hunter was 79 years of age and until his retiral at the beginning of this year was a director of the First, Second and Third Scottish American Trust Companies and the Northern American Trust Company. He had been associated with the companies since 1875.

Entering the service of the Trusts as a clerk, he rose step by step to his influential position.

Mr Hunter, who was a son of the Rev. John Hunter, of Longforgan Free Church, now Invergowrie East was born at the manse at Invergowrie in 1857. He was educated at Dundee High School.

When he joined Mr Robert Fleming’s staff on the Scottish American Trust, the offices were in the Royal Exchange. Since 1906 the companies have occupied their headquarters at 22 Meadowside, Dundee.

When Mr Robert Flaming went to London in 1890, Mr Hunter became Secretary of the companies. He held this post until he was appointed a Director in 1914.

Mr Hunter was an elder in the East Church Broughty Ferry for 43 years and Superintendent of the Sunday school for 28 years. He also held, for a long time, the office of the joint treasurer of the Children's Free Breakfast Mission. Mr Hunter was a member of Panmure Golf Club.

He is survived by his wife. Mr and Mrs Hunter celebrated their Golden Wedding in 1933.
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
