J. Crooks Johnson Dead

Mr J. Crooks Johnson, who had spent a lifetime in the motor trade in Dundee and Fife, died at Pittenweem yesterday.

Mr Johnson was born in Dundee and after leaving Harris academy, started as a mechanic at Lamb’s Garage. He graduated to salesman and ultimately became a Director of the firm.

In 1938, he left to become Managing Director of the Roseangle Garage Company Ltd., Dundee.

From 1953 to 1963 he had the Cadham Filling Station near Glenrothes. On retiral, he went to live in Glenrothes and moved to Pittenweem only three months ago.

Mr Johnson held the unusual distinction of being a Burgess of Berwick-upon-Tweed. He was a direct male descendent of one of the Burgesses reputed to have been created by James VI of Scotland, as he passed through the borders on his way to the throne of England as James I.

A cricket enthusiast, Mr Johnson played for Dundee YMCA and Mayfield, and on one occasion took seven wickets, including his hat trick, for 22 runs against McCheyne.

He was a church organist for 26 years at Morison Congregational Church, Dundee; Lochee Road UF Church, St Margaret’s Barnhill and St James’s Broughty Ferry.

Mr Johnson was leader of ‘Oddments’ concert party, which will be remembered for the work they did for charity before the Second World War.

His hone in Dundee was at 6 Godfrey Street.

He was 62, and is survived by his wife and two sons. 
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
