Death of Ex-Dundee Pathologist

A former Dundee pathologist has died in Australia.

Dr James Kirkland. 57 emigrated with his family in 1963 to become head of the Department of Pathology and Cytology at the University of Adelaide. He had previously been a lecturer in pathology in Queen’s College Dundee. Ironically, he died of cancer, the condition with which his work was involved.

Among those involved in treating him over the last two years was his younger son Mark, who following in the family tradition has made a career in medicine.

Dr Kirkland’s father Dr Alexander Kirkland, who still lives in Dundee, was physician in charge of the Royal Victoria Hospital Dundee.

Dr James Kirkland was educated at Dundee High School and St Andrew’s University. His son Mark is 26 and Adam an airline pilot is 28.

In addition to his wife Daphne, former Dundee Rep actress Daphne Gray, Doctor Kirkland is survived by his father, now 89 and two sisters, one of whom lives in Dundee and the other in England.
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
