45 Years with the Jute Industry

George Linton

The death has taken place in Dundee Royal Infirmary of Mr George Linton who was connected with the jute trade for over 45 years.

Mr Linton joined Anglo India Jute Mills (Duncan Bros.) after serving his apprenticeship as an engineer in his native Dundee. He was responsible for the modernisation of the mills, including electrification of the plant.
