Death of Former Baker Mr John Myles

Mr John Myles, well-known Master Baker, who had shops in Lochee and Newport, has died. He was 82.

Born and brought up in Dundee, Mr Myles was educated at the City’s Morgan Academy. He left school at 14 and started working with Baker’s Andrew G. Kidd in Lytton Street, where he became a confectionery baker.

In 1938, Mr Myles opened his own baker’s and home produce shop in Flight’s Lane, Lochee.

During the Second World War, he served in the Royal Army Medical Corps. His wife Emma, who he married in 1936, ran the shop.

After the war the business expanded to Newport-on-Tay, where Mr Myles operated a bakery with traditional wedding cakes one of his specialities.

It closed in 1954, when Mr Myles opened a shop in the town’s High Street and established a travelling shop to serve the rural areas of north Fife.

Mr Myles, who retired in 1978, was President of Newport Bowling Club, a member of the Dundee Indoor Bowling Club and Scotscraig Golf Club.

A resident of Newport, he is survived by sons Norman, Jack and David, four Grandchildren and one Great Grandchild.
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
