Mr Charles Parker

Mr Charles Parker ‘Comriebank’ Strathern Road West Ferry for many years was a director of Charles Parker Sons & Co. Ltd., Victoria Foundry Balgray Street, Dundee He died yesterday in a city nursing home.

Mr Parker, who was 76 was the son of the late Mr Robert O. Parker, Engineer whose father founded the firm and was the first Englishman to be Provost of Dundee.

Mr Parker was a life long member of St Stephen’s Church Broughty Ferry. A keen golfer he was a member of Panmure Club and played regularly at Barry. He was also a member of Grange Club Monifieth and Blairgowrie Club Rosemount.
