Mr John Ross Dead

Big Loss to Legal Profession

The legal profession in Dundee has lost one of its most outstanding and popular members by the death of Mr John Ross, which occurred last night at his residence ‘Muirhouses’, Kirriemuir.

Mr Ross, who was about 54 years of age, had been ill for about three weeks.

A native of Dundee and a former pupil of the High School he was apprenticed to the law in the office of the late Mr John M. Soutar whose interest in municipal affairs led to his election as a member of the Town Council representing the ninth Ward and ultimately to the position of Treasurer.

Mr Ross gained wider experience in Glasgow and in 1911 returned to the office of Mr Soutar as procurator.

Powerful Pleader

25 years ago Mr Ross began business on his own account.

Hi thoroughness of preparation in the interests of his clients and his sound knowledge of the law made him one of the most deservedly successful court practitioners.

A powerful pleader, his points in examination were always clearly defined. While quietly firm he was never fiery in the cross-examination of opposing witnesses and he had in a marked degree the saving grace of humour.

He was Law Agent to Dundee Wine and Spirit and Beer Trade Protection Association. 

From the circles in which he moved the loveable personality of Mr Ross will be greatly missed.

He is survived by Mrs Ross, two sons and one daughter. His elder son Mr J. G. Ross, a lieutenant in the Black Watch, was serving his apprenticeship in the law in his father’s office when he was mobilised.
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
