Dundee Pioneer of Motor Trade

Mt James Shaw, Motor Engineer, who was well known and highly respected in the trade died at his home 290 Broughty Ferry Road Dundee yesterday. He was 80.

A brother of the late Mr Thomas Shaw, of Thomas Shaw  (Dundee) Ltd, Motor Engineers and Garage Proprietors, he was one of the pioneers of the Motor Car Trade. He was born in Glenisla and in his youth became an engineer in the merchant Navy. He later took a job in Birmingham with the Wolseley Motor Company. During the five years he was with the company, they switched over from the manufacture of implements for the Australia sheep industry to the production of motors. 

After his marriage in Birmingham, he came to Dundee and became an instructor with his brother’s firm.

Just before the start of the First World War, he started up in business of his own in Guthrie Street Garage.

He remained on his own until 1930, and then worked with W. P. Robertson & Co. Ltd., Motor Hirers.  He retired six years ago.

Mr Shaw was one of the oldest elders of St. Andrew’s Church, becoming and elder in 1925. His main interests were football and gardening.

He is survived by his wife and two sons, one of whom is in South Africa.
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
