Death of Mr Joseph Shepherd

Mr Joseph Leslie Shepherd, Dundee, well known Dundee Property Agent died at his home at Kinghorne Road yesterday after a ten month illness. He was 68.

Mr Shepherd was senior partner of J. & E. Shepherd, Property Agents and Valuers, Gellatly Street, one of the oldest established businesses in Dundee. It was founded by the family more than 100 years ago.

He was also a Director of Inglis Shepherd (Dundee) Ltd, Joiners, 68 Cowgate.

Mr Shepherd was born in Dundee, the eldest son of Mr & Mrs Edward Shepherd, his father also being a Property Agent. He was educated at Dundee High School and started work in the office of A. & J. Guild, Stockbrokers.

In 1907 he entered the family business, later becoming a partner.

During the First World War he was a Captain with the Royal Garrison Artillery in France.

Founder Member

He was a member of Dundee Rotary Club since the club’s second meting in 1921 and served on the Boys Welfare Committee. He was a founder member of Dundee Business Club and was secretary till 1927, later being appointed chairman and president.

He took an active interest in Dundee Children’s Free Breakfast Mission, founded by his father and was treasurer for many years. His great interest lay in the church and for 37 years he was an elder in Park Church. He was Sunday School Superintendent for 31 years. For 24 years he was joint Treasurer of Dundee Branch of Scottish Sunday School Mission. Mr Shepherd joined West church, Broughty Ferry when he moved to that district and subsequently Dundee High Church.

On Deputations

He was Past President of Dundee Property Owners and Factors Association and was a member of Deputation from the Scottish National Federation to the House of Commons on connection with the Scottish House Letting and Rating Act. He was also a member of a deputation concerning the Rent Restriction Act. 

During the last was, he and Mrs J. B. Parry, 1, Robson Street, Dundee, founded the Dundee Branch of the Prisoners of War Association. 

Mrs Shepherd’s first wife Miss Rosie Robertson of Alva, died in 1951. 

Mr Shepherd was known in Dundee as a lecturer. Among his main interests were pyramidology – the study of the Great Pyramid – and the British Israel Movement.

Travelled abroad

He often travelled abroad, later lecturing on his trips. Within the past three years he had been in Canada, Assam and Italy.

He is survived by Mrs Shepherd, two sons and two daughters. The elder son Mr Edward H. L. Shepherd is a partner in the family firm. The younger, Mr Alfred K. L. Shepherd is in business in Montrose.

Th oldest of the family, Mrs Lydia Wattam, is in Assam, where her husband is a tea planter.

The other daughter is Mrs Leslie Bowman. Her husband Mr J. R. Bowman is a partner in the firm of Meat Salesmen.
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
