My sister and I greatly regret that we were unsuccessful in getting assistance from the funds of the Bonnetmakers Trade.

We have had since our Mother’s death a great deal of trouble in our household. My sister who is a Hospital Nurse has been out of employment owing to a nervous breakdown and now is to take her General training, which means her salary will be £26 and £30 each year till qualified. My younger brother who has had to give up his sea career owing to eyesight trouble caused by War strain has been unemployed for over a year, although he has got employment as a Commercial Traveller, is till unable to contribute sufficient to cover his share of household expenses. However our late Mother’s estate left us with a large amount of liabilities to face, which in our present circumstances we find it is a struggle.

We should therefore be pleased if the Bonnetmaker  Trade of which my Father was a former Boxmaster, would reconsider our case and give their earnest consideration. We should be pleased to furnish any particulars that might be required.
