I have not put anything farther than “War Pension” as a source of income but as I do not mean to mislead you, I may tell you that I have still a little of the money which came to me by my son’s Will, but at the present rate 21/2% of Interest I could not count on mire than Five Pounds yearly, and that only: should the principal sum remain, which seems at present highly improbable.

I have had to pay out a large part of my slender resources to meet the costs of my husband’s illness and death, he having left me totally unprovided for. I hoped to let my rooms, but up till now I have been unsuccessful largely on account of illness.

Dr Stewart has told me to ‘go easy’ to use his own words, and to take a holiday.

I think I need not Say more. Thank you for your courtesy and the kind way in which you have received my Application.
