Mrs Margaret Anderson, Aged 62 of 8 Eden Street, Dundee. Widow of David Anderson (1897). Due to ill health is unable to work. Family grown up and married. One daughter unmarried in Africa. One son and his daughter married. Income – None at present.

Mrs Mary Jane Durkie¸ Aged 70 of Mill of Mains, By Dundee. Widow of Alexander Farquharson Durkie (1891). Due to old age and acute chronic rheumatism. 2 daughters and 1 son. One daughter married and all attained majority. Income – She is proprietrix of a property at 188 Albert Street Dundee acquired many years ago and still mortgaged to the extent of £1400, which is believed to be the present name of the property. She is also tenant of the small farm of Mill of Mains but has not made anything of it and has had to encroach upon capital until same has been entirely expended except the reversion if any of the property above mentioned. She has also to maintain her daughter who looks after her and gas had to assist her son.

Miss Constance J. Pullar, Aged upwards of sixty years OF AGE. Your petitioner is unable to state that she is a descendant of the late Mr John Pullar, sometime farmer in Milne of Haughmuir, the Mortifier’s Father, but reference is made to the Application of her father James Thomson Pullar who was an Annuitant at his death in 1904 and of her mother Mrs Hannah Pullar who was put on the Roll in June 1915 till her death in 1924, also of two Aunts, Jane Thomson Pullar and Margaret Pullar. All of these parties were descendants of people who lived at the Farm of Lownie in the Parish of Dunnichen in Forfarshire.

I enclose letter I have received from Lord Dean of Guild Forrest along with a Copy of my reply. Do you think anything could be done in the way of getting an allowance for Mrs Glenday, assuming she is the daughter of the William Gibb who was at one time Boxmaster of the Flesher Incorporation.

I find from the Minute Book that a William Gibb was elected Boxmaster in November 1842, and appeared to hold Office for about two years. He was again Boxmaster in 1847, 1848 and 1849 and at a still later date.

He was still Boxmaster of the Trade when he died, apparently about 1854. I am endeavouring to ascertain from Lord Dean of Guild Forrest whether Mrs Glenday can give me specific information about her Father and as to the date of his death for the purpose of identification.

Could you ascertain from Mrs Glenday when her Father died, and whether the William Gibb in question, who is not designed in the Minute Book was her father.

On the assumption that the Mr Gibb referred to was Mrs Glenday’s Father, I am enquiring whether there is any chance of Mrs Glenday getting an allowance

With reference to my letter of 24t inst. I have heard further from the Lord Dean of Guild Forrest. He informs me that Mrs Glenday’s father, William Gibb, died on 1st August 1854. As the Minute Book shews that William Gibb, Boxmaster of the Incorporation, died about that time, there can be little or no doubt that the William Gibb who was for so long Boxmaster of the Incorporation, was the father of Mrs Glenday.

Lord Dean of Guild Forrest informs me that Mrs Glenday was 89 years of age on 10th July last. She is a widow and lives with a widowed daughter and both are in straightened circumstances. If therefore you can do anything in the way of getting a pension for Mrs Glenday and her daughter on an early date, it will be much appreciated.

This appears to be a thoroughly deserving case, both on account of the fact that the father was a very prominent and active member of the Incorporation for many years and because of the poor circumstances and age of the daughter and granddaughter. I am sure you will do what you can to assist.
