Well we have hit on hard times through my Husband’s Illness. He has not been in good health for some months & he is now in a Sanatorium. I saw the Doctor at the week-end & he said my Husband had got to be in The Sanatorium for at least nine months & then he won’t be able to do any work for at least a year after he comes out.

My rent and overhead charges are still going on the same & I have a Daughter still at school. My son is in the Air Force in Italy. I have to travel 20 miles every time I go to see Ernest & as you know anyone who is ill always likes a few “Tit Bits” & we all enjoy taking them.

My husband asked me to write you as he says that the Bonnetmakers are very good at helping people or I should say Members in Distress & we wondered if you could help us in any way.

I have a letter from The Executive Committee dated 21st January 1930 saying my Husband had been recommended admission as a Member of “The Craft”. I also hold a receipt dated 30th January 1930 in payment of the sum of £14:5/- being the amount payable on his entry to “The Trade”.

I trust I have not put you to any inconvenience & hope you will give the matter your attention. If I can furnish you with any further information you may require I shall be pleased to do so on hearing from you.
