Ex-Convener Wallace had brought it to Mr Findlay and it has been shown to the Rev. T. R. S. Campbell who stated that he would like to have it on the wall of the Glassite Church

Thos met with the approval of the Eighteen Fund Court and the Fund Court also suggested that the photographs of the Ex-Conveners should be exhibited in the Glassite Church. It was further explained that the plaque had to be re-framed and painted. Ex-Convener Andrew Wallace had stated that he wished to pay the cost of same.

The plaque was then handed over to the Convener who stated that he would present it to the Rev. T. R. S. Campbell on the Friday evening.
