The Courier of 12 Sep 1932 refers to a new clock for the
High Street to be surmounted by "a wonderfully fine scale model in cast
aluminium of the old Town House" to be placed over the doorway of William
Millar & Sons, grocers & Italian warehousemen, 75 High Street.   "From drawings prepared by Messrs Allan Friskin [sic - this should be Allan & Friskin] A.R.I.B.A., architects, 26 Castle Street, Dundee, the model is being executed by Messrs Brown & Son, metal workers, Montrose - experts in their class of work."
