Enclosed please find the quotations for new electric clock which we spoke about the other day.

To explain – there was a four foot square clock above the first floor of the building, which is Dundee’s oldest remaining building, Gardyne’s Land, in the High Street.

This was topped by a five foot high model of the old Adam Town House (The Pillars) which was demolished in an act of council vandalism in 1932. Sadly the model had been made from an aluminium alloy and put together with iron fastenings. As you can imaging it ‘exploded’ and the whole thing was in a dreadful condition. 
The trades have had it repaired at their own expense and it is now quite magnificent. However the clock mechanism is way beyond repair, hence the quotation.

My query is: do you, with all your contacts feel that better quotes can be obtained to restore the clock? 
The time scale is ‘not urgent’. We hope to put the model and clock case, with the dial in place on display in an empty shop either in the Wellgate or Overgate shopping centres so that the public can see the whole thing at ground level.
