At a meeting of the General Fund Court of the Nine Incorporated Trades of Dundee held within Mrs Hood’s St Clements Lane on Wednesday the 25th Day of March 1840 years at 7 o’clock evening

Convener Jobson in the Chair

The Convener stated that he had called this meeting for the purpose of considering whether it would be proper to take the reading room in St Clements Lane at a yearly rent for the purpose of holding meetings of the Trades therein. The meting having heard the Boxmasters report on the expense of the present meetings of the Trades and as to the rent expected for the reading room unanimously resolved to decline having anything to do with the room at present – and the meeting further appointed the Convener and Boxmaster as a Committee to look after the furniture in the room belonging to the Trades and if necessary to dispose of them for their benefit.  
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
